➔ Additional ISS Thematic Areas course (beyond the 40 credits required for 
the major) can be take for elective credits, if needed.



 

These boxes 
give you more 
course options 
for completing 
Gen Eds/AoIs 
or
electives,
if needed.

These columns 
show you which, if 
any, Gen Eds/AoIs 
each class can 
fulfill.



 

What about the “State Funded” Courses box?



 

In Autumn, Winter, and Spring 
quarters, you won’t be able to register 
for these courses until Registration 
Period 3, which does not begin until 
the first day of the quarter. Classes 
can get filled up by then!

If you want to try to take one of these 
courses, register for a backup class 
from the other boxes first, then, on the 
first day of the quarter you are able to 
register for it, you can then drop your 
backup class.
These course will fulfill Gen Eds/AoI’s 
(as indicated) or Elective credits, if 
needed.

What about the “State Funded” Courses box?



 

Pro-tip:

In Summer quarter you do not 
need to wait until Registration 
Period 3 to register for these 
courses. 

Summer is a great time to focus on 
Gen Eds/AoI’s, if needed, because 
this expands your course options 
quite a bit!

What about the “State Funded Courses?



 

SLN Codes



 

SLN’s are five-digit 
codes assigned to each 
class every quarter to 
help students register.

You need to use SLN 
codes to register!



 

Once you’ve found the 
classes you want to 
take:

Look for the five-digit 
SLN code listed to the 
left of each one, and 
write them down!

Pro-tip:

You can add multiple SLNs to 
your cart at the same time by 
simply typing or pasting them 
into the box and using spaces or 
commas as separators

registration cart, simply 
click the "Register" 
button to register.
